Attached is a copy of a communication addrcssed to the President
- by the leadership of the National Confederation of American Ethnic
Groups. While this organization leaves a great deal to be desired as
a vehicle for our access to ethnics at the grassroots, it is an organiza-
tion that has been friendly and could be of some assistance, Its
complaints arc not without justification and its cvaluation of the threat
of a Democratic flanking atteck is cxactly on target,

To the extent we ignore the substance of these complaints, we will
find ourseclves in 1972 with precious little support among c¢thnics, Our

prescnt cfforts in this arca are totally inadequate; if we arc scricus
about reaching the ethinics, we had better get off our fannies , . and soox!
