1. Our dir~c t mail came off the presses, and \·:e are in the process of 
hand delivering it to the Farm Families chairmen in the 16 states where it 
will be mailed: 79,000 to dairy farmers; 146,000 to feedgrain producers, 
113,000 to beef producers; 55,000 to wheat producers; 50,000 to soybean 
producers; 54~OOO to fruit and vege~able growers; and 13,000 to cotton 
producers - total of 510,000. In almost all cases, the farm families are 
providing their own postage. This alone is a major financial contribution 
to the campaign.
