MINUTES OF THE FOORTH ANNUAL MEETING OF FORMER MEMBERS OF CONGRESS 

Ma\Y 24, 1973 

The AnnueJ.. Meeting af FORMER MEMBERS OF CONGRESS was called to order in Room 
2200, RlWburn Building, at approx:i.ma.te1y 10:30 a.m. an May 24, 1973, Walter H. Judd 
(Minnesota) presiding. The minutes were recorded by Mrs. Dorothy Ba.geant . 

Members stood individuaJ.ly and introduced themselves, giving their name, state , 
end period of service in the Congress. 

The minutes of the Seventh General Business Meeting on December 7, 1972 were 
approved. 

MEMBERSHIP REPORT: 434 persons have joined ~, 34 have died, 17 of those 
within the last year, including Hemorary President ~don B. Jolmson. The names of t he 
17 ,rere read and the group stood for a moment of silence in remembrance. 

Letters were read from. Mrs. Lyndon B. Johnson in response to telegrams sent 
her at the time of former President Johnson's death. She expressed deep appreci ation of 
the friendships they had formed with Members during their service in the Congress. 

It was reported that 5 members have resigned, and 11 were suspended in 1972 
while running for election to the Rouse or Senate. One (Gillis Long, Louisiana) was 
elected to the House and, in accordance with the Bylaws, his ~ membership was automati­
cally terminated. The other 10 were restored to membership. The total membership now 
is 393 . 

Ten members have not paid their dues for 1971 , 1972, or 1973. 1bir"ty-six more 
have not paid dues for 1972 or 1973. The Board of Directors at its meeting em May 3, 
1973 discussed how long it should carry delinquent members on our list. The Board felt 
we shouJ.d not hurry to cut anyone off the list, but agreed that any member who, after 
notice, does not pay his dues for t hree consecutive years must be dropped. Dr. Judd 
expressed the belief that in most cases the p~t had si.mp~ been OV'erloaked. 

John Hansen (Iowa) remarked that FM:: is a unique organizatiem and urged t hat 
no harsh action, such as suspensiem of membership, be taken. Walter R1eblman (New Yor k) 
suggested sending notices again to delinquent members telling them of the Board's de­
cision. Edward Ge.rmatz (Mu-yl.and) urged that a thorough check of addresses be made to 
ensure that members ere getting dues notices before taking erry action, perhaps sending 
letters registered. Pa.t Jennings (Virginia) suggested that ~ members who are in con­
tact with delinquent members might telk to them and ask them to keep their memberships 
active. ~e fact that dues are tax-deductible should be stressed. It was agreed not 
to drop from membership e:r:ry member delinquent in previous years who pays his 1973 dues. 
A motion was made, seconded and passed confirming the action of the Board of Directors . 

Flo£ LAPEL PINS: Members were advised that Art Craft, Inc., maker af the FM:! 
lapel pins, wou1d, without charge, re-ma.ke the back of any member ' s pin into a stick­
pin type if desired. 

CERTIFICATES: All. members present had received their Certificates of Service 
and tha:nks were expressed to Pat Jennings (Virginia) for his signing and seaJ.ing each 
Certificate as CJ.erk of the Rouse. 1he hope was expressed tb.e.t the 41 :former Senators 
in F~ would succeed in getting the Senate leadership to authorize siurlla.r Certifi ca.te s 
for service in that body , along with idez:rtity cards. 

FINANCIAL REPORT: Treasurer Joseph W. Barr (Indie.na) has e;ppointed Mr. James 
F. Rogers , Vice Pres~aent of American Secrurl ty and Trust Company, to be. in charge of 
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PM:! 's accounts. They have been audited by Price Waterhouse & Canpany . .All. members 
present were given a financial. report as of May 15 , 1973 end it was approved. On March 
1, 1972, PM:! had been $3, 693.21 in debt. Without expenses f:ar rent, Executive Director, 
and f'ull.-time secretari al. services, a.ll bills have now been paid and ~ bas aJ.most 
$ll,OOO.OO in the bSllk with $8, 000 .00 of: it earning int erest on a Certif:icate of: De­
posit. 

HEADQUARTERS: In the absence of: Fred Sehwenge1 (Iowa), President of: t he U. S. 
Capitol Histori cal Society, Dr. Judd reported on ME'. Schwengel ' s proposal. in January 
that if: the USCHS Board of Directors approved, that arganizationmight be able to share 
office space and part-time secretarial. service wit h FK! , with appropriate compensation. 
This was not considered feasible by that Board. So a Headquarters Committee was appoin­
t ed , consi sting of: WaJ..ter Moeller (Ohio) as Chairman, J oseph Barr (Indiana.), and James 
Van Zandt (Pennsylvania) to seek. office space for FJ.I! on ar near Capitol Hill. Mr. 
Moeller r eported that ~ one suitable property has been fotmd but the asking price is 
high. He understands that the Wanen ' s Congressional Cl ub is considering sal.e of: its 
clubhouse at New Hampshire and U Streets i f it can f ind more desirable quarters. It 
might consider j oining with FMJ to secure a suitable building f:ar bot~ . Kermeth Roberts 
(AJ.abama) moved t o authori ze' the Board to consult with the Women's Congressional. Club 
on this matter and to teke wha.tever acti on it deci des i s advisable and f:easible. The 
motion was seconded and passed. It was suggested that the Ccmnittee should al.so consult 
again with the U. S. Capitol Historical Society to see if something mutually advantageous 
can be arranged. 

Brooks Hsys (Arkansas) reported that PM! might be able to secure Jed Johnson, 
Jr. (Oklahoma) as &xeeutive Directar on a pert-time basis. 

ACTIVITIES: 

Appreciation was expressed f:or the f:avorable action of: Senatars Howard cannon 
and Marlow Cook in reS];lonse to our request f or seats for FM:! members at the Inaugural. 
Ceremonies. 

CONGRESSIONAL CHARTER: Dr. Judd read a letter just received '£rom Emanuel 
Celler (New YarkJ regretting th8.t he could not attend t he meetings of: the d.a\v as planned. 
The Board hopes Mr. Ce.ller can be help:f'ul in getting f:avarable action by the JudiCiary 
Committee on a Congressional. Charter far ~. 

CONGRESS DAY: PM.:: will continue to work f:or enactment of: a Resolution by the 
Congress est ablishing March 4th each year as "Cac.gress D~". 

ORAL HISTORIES: !the Board feels that getting oral. hist ori es recorded is 
FMC 's most important service at this time because sane members with irreplaceable mem­
ories are well aJ..cmg in years. Dr. Judd advised t hat the U. S • Capitol Historical SOCiety 
is aJ.so interested in doing oral. histories of Members and several. members felt that ~ 
should expl ore the possibil i ty of t he two organizati ons cooperating an this project. 

~ REGISTER: It is planned to prepare and i ssue a register listing the 
names of: all. ~ members wllling to visit colleges in t heir own states to speak bef:are 
cl.asses or seminars on legislati ve processes or issues within t he area of: their par­
t icular expertise. !there was general appraval for t he Board to consult regarding 
possible joint efforts with the Nati aneJ. Foundation to Increase Publ ic Understanding of: 
Congress, whose Chairman is FMJ member Frel:lk Ikard (Texas). 

REGIONAL MEETINGS: Mr. H8\YS suggested that since ~ is now in a better 

f:inanciaJ. position, meetmgs could be held ::lll large cities, such as San Francisco or 
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Chicago or Boston, with men:ibera f'ran those areas attend.:i.Dg 111 order to l earn mare about 
FlC first-band and have opporttmity to participate more actively. Autharizatim to 
arrange such regional meetings ft8 voted. 

LIFE MEMBERSHIPS: ']he members were asked to vote m & two-pa:rt recommendation 
made by the Board of Directors at ita ~ 3rd meeting: 

(a) that li:f'e memberships at $200.00 each be autharized , and; 

(b) that an endowmend fund be established into which dues f or lif'e member­
ships will be placed with cmly the income to be uaed for gener8J. expenses of the organi­
zat i on. 

After discussion, each part of the motion was passed unan1mou.sly . 

It was voted. that legacies or bequests should be placed in this endowment 
fund unJ.ess the donor desigcs.te otherwise. 

ELECTIONS: Mr. Meader (Ml.ch1gan) on beb.aJ.i' of the Nan:l.nat1ng Ccmnittee, con­
sisting of George Meader (Michigan), Page Belcher (Ckl.ahaua), Pat J ennings (Vug1nia), 
Thomas Kuchel (Cal.ifornia), Mike Manraney (CklahCllla), Cl.al:'k Thc:mpson (Texas) and Dr. 
Judd, ex-o:f'f'icio, reported its ncmina.tians as follows:

They are 
touring the Kennedy center t his marn:!ng with a l uncheon and bwlinell meeting to follow, 
and 'Will join ~ members at the receptiem at 5:00 p.m.

:posal, Dr. Judd advised that t he Archit ect of the capit ol. is preparing sketches for 
appropriate plaq\les to be placed at the graves at deceased Members of Ccmgress. 

Mr . AJ.:f'red Siem1nsk:i (New Jersey) advised that a trie:nd~ Ml". Merrill FOK, 
would exhibi t his paintings during the luncheon , and would be :pleased to cartribute to 
~ a :part of t he :f'unds tram srry sales of his :paintings.

NIXON LA W OFFICE FOUND 
LACKING HISTORIC MOMENT' 

SACRAMENTO, Calif. CAP) - President 
Nixon's former law office in Southern Califor­
nia has been rejected as a state historical land­
mark. 

The California Historical Landmarks Advi­
sory Conunittee rejected the plan in a May 3 
letter to the organization that came up with the 
idea, said John Michael, the committee's as­
sistant executive secretary. 

The "Nixon Law Office Building Preserva­
tion, Inc., La Habra Group" was the group 
making the application. 

The request was rejected because the Or­
ange County structure did not meet the criteria 
of " statewide impact and importance" that a 
state landmark must have, Michael said yes­
terday. 
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
