criminal?"

Haldeman:  Really?

President: I just, I just smiled at him, went around, you know, just ignored him. That Kills

these little bastards. They just came now to be paying attention to, ya know --.
Haldeman:  Yeah.
President: That's my theory. My feeling is don't pay attention to 'em. That's where |
disagree with Garment and Finch and Rumsfeld. Christ, they [unintelligible] and
rap with 'em.
