SUBJECT New HaITlpshire PriITlary 

You asked that the Attorney General be inforITled that he 
ITlust silence Governor Peterson and Senator Cotton on cOITlITlents 
urging you to caITlpaign in the New HaITlpshire PriITlary. 

Jeb Magruder contacted Governor Peterson on NoveITlber 20 
about the inappropriateness of this COITlITlent. In addition, 
Magruder asked Stuart LaITlprey to ITlake this point to Senator 
Cotton as well as Governor Peterson. Peter Flanigan also 
ITlentioned thi s to Governor Peter son. 

After the Governor Peterson stateITlent, Lane Dwinell, the 
Nixon State ChairITlan in New HaITlpshire, said that although he 
hoped the President would caITlpaign in New HaITlpshire, in light 
of the President! s busy schedule it would probably not be possible. 

Harry FleITlITling also talked with Senator Cotton and Stuart LaITlprey 
on Dec eITlber 7 and eITlphasized that his COITlITlents on the Pre sident! s 
caITlpaign plans were inappropriate. 

As to the other priITlary states, the Attorney General has instructed 
all of his crew to ITlake the point to all Nixon State Chairmen and 
organizations not to expect the President to campaign in their priITlary 
states. All stateITlents and COITlITlents to the press are to reflect this 
view that you will not caITlpaign in the priITlary states.
