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Wednesday, December 27th through Tuesday, January 2nd. Again, no contact. The President 

was in Washington, having come back up on the evening of the 26th from Key Biscayne and 

spending some time in DC and in--, at Camp David. I left for Palm Springs on the 26th and was 

there through this entire period; had no contact with the President during that entire time. About 

the only thing that came up that involved me directly was… 
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….Steve Bull’s concern with the President's decision to zip off to Nicaragua all of a sudden, to 

visit the refugee centers and so on. We mobilized Kissinger, Haig, etcetera, and talked him out of 

it.
