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Mr. Duc stated that the question was how to sell such a solution to the

Vietnamese people. There must be some reference to North Vietnamese

withdrawal. There must be some reference to North Vietnamese withdrawal.
There must be no inference that the CNCR is a coalition. In this context,
the three components and the description of the structure were important.

The President asked Mr. Duc to work with Dr. Kissinger, and Dr. Kissinger
stated that he would do this within realistic limits.

As the meeting concluded, President Nixon questioned Mr. Duc's comments
on the Chinese Communists. He pointed out that United States influence

in Peking was greater, not less, because of the normalization process.
This was very evident from events since that time.

The meeting adjourned.
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
