MATTER OF RECORD, VISABLY EVIDENT AT THIS TIME, AND WILL SURELY BECOME MORE 



PRONOUNCEO WITH INCREASING RUSSIAN AND CHINESE ACTIVITY IN THE AREA. MORE THAN 100

WARD THE 'BEST INTERESTS OF THE OTHER SIDE. AN ADEQUATE AND EFFICIENT AIR STRIKE FORCE 

CAN EFFECTIVELY DETER THE AGGRESSIONS OF THE OTHER SIDE AND ASSIST SAUDI ARABIA AND 

IRAN IN THEIR EFFORTS TO MAINTAIN A PRO-WESTERN GOVERNMENT. 

IT MAY BE LOGICAL TO ASSUME THAT IRAN AND SAUDI ARABIA SHOULD FURNISH THE REQUIRED
