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To a disturbing extent, they have introduced new and more 

sophisticated weapons. Their Middle Eastern clients are growing more 

confident that they could win a war of revenge and drive Israel into the 

sea. 

Therefore, the free world must act to maintain a balance of 

power to remove the confidence of would-be aggressors. Certainly a 

balance of power i 7 \a sort-term solution; _but when survi::.~is at stake, 

short-term solutions are necessary. 

Israel must possess sufficient military power to deter an 

attack. As long as the threat of Arab attack remains direct and imminent, 

"sufficient power" means the balance must be tipped in Israel's favor. 

An exact balance of power, which in any case is purely theoretical and 

not realistic, would run the risk that potential aggressors might miscalcu­

late, and would offer them too much of a temptation. 

For that reason -- to provide Israel a valid self-defense -­

I support a policy that would give Israel a technological military margin-
to more than offset her hostile neighbors' numerical superiority. If-
maintaining that margin should require that the U. S. supply Israel with 

extending its sphere of influence to include the Middle East. ( 

In the Middle East and the Mediterranean, along the southern 

flank of NATO, we have been witnessing the advancement of Russian 

imperialism. This is no Communist innovation, but an age-old Russian 

geopolitical goal that the Soviet rulers inherited from the Czarso 
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Consider the pattern: 

--in June of 1966, the Warsaw Pact nations blatantly declared 

the incorporation of the Middle East into the Communist sphere to be one 

of their aims. 

- -during the next year, they provided the weapons and 

unleashed a propaganda campaign that inflamed tensions and led to the 

six-day war, which they consider only a temporary setback; " 

--since June of 1967, the Mediterranean complement of Soviet 

ships has more than quadrupled -- from 11 to nearly 50 ships. And for the 

first time in 60 years, the Soviets have moved a fleet into the Persian Gulf, 

which extends into the heart of West Asia. 

- -since the take-over of Czechoslovakia, the Soviets have 

stepped up tl'Peir anti - Semitic propaganda, concocting a "Zionist plot" 

in Prague to win support in the Middle East . 

These are the clear-cut moves of a superpower seeking 

dom ination. Confronted with this di:RlomajiC and milit ary policy of 

~~ 
expansionism o~ t~e part of the Soviets, ~ the American response has been 

uncertain and ineffectual. 

We can hardly ignore the fact that during the past five years 

of active Soviet penetration, the U. S. government has at times seemed 

to hide its head in the sands of the Middle East; this Administration 

has failed to com e to diplomatic grips with the scope and seriousness 

of the Soviet threat. 
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What must we do now? Sh~ange, we must counter the 

militaJ:y_buildup, as I have indicated. We must take the initiative for 

near-term settlements. Looking ahead, we must deal directly with the .. 
Soviets on the subject of the Middle East. 

Without belligerence, we have to make it crystal clear that 

the stake of the free world in the Middle East is great; we must impress 

upon the Soviets the full extent of our determination; and then, and only 

then, will we cause them to re-examine their own policy to avoid a 

collision course. 

The third fact of life in the Middle East: The United States 

has a firm and unwavering commitment to the national existence of Israel. 

I .d Some of America's critics abroad say that support for Israel 

~by American political leaders is purely an election-year exercise. They 

~say it is a device to capture Jewish votes at home. 

But these critics don't understand the American point of view. 

America supports Israel because we believe in the self-

determination of nations; America supports Israel because we oppose 

aggression in every form; America supports Israel because it is threatened 

by Soviet imperialism; and America supports Israel because its example 

offers Ion - range hope to the Middle East. 

There is another reason that goes beyond diplomacy: Americans 

admire a people who can scratch a desert and produce a garden. The Israelis 

have shown qualities that Americans identify with; guts, patriotism, idealism, 

and a passion for freedom. 
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We can justify our firm support on the basis of principle but 

there is that human element involved as well. 

All those reasons taken together add up to why we are not 

about to abandon Israel. America's word is good. It has cost us enough 

to----prove that. 

We r ecognize Israel's predicament; , . 

to fight a war and lose, and come back to fight ~; Israel cannot 
~. ---- - ­
afford to lose once. America knows that. And America is determined 
, ,.=-c 

that Israel is here in the family of nations to stay. 

The fourth fact of life: The foundations for a permanent peace 

will be laid when hunger and disease and human misery have begun to 

disappear from the Arab world. 

Some Arab lead~ America's support of Israel as being 

"against" them. That is ~ not true. (~~I ~ f.-.t:. j 
The United states should work with every nation of the Middle 

.-......., 

East willing to live in peace with its neighbors on a far-reaching develop­

ment program. 

The imaginative Eisenhower Plan to bring water - - and thus 

food and employment -- to the Middle East is one such proposal. Tills 

plan would provide atomic plants for the desalting of sea water -- water 

so desperately needed to irrigate deserts. The first oi.these plants would 

produce as much fresh water as the entire Jordan River system does today, 

opening a new life to hundreds of thousands of Arab refugees. We must 

explore every avenue to turn the arms race into a race for development. 
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Right now, the United S~ates must take the lead in forging an 

acceptable settlement in the Mid - East. 

Included in the terms of that settlement should be solid 

\ guarantees that the currently occupied territories will never again be 

\ used, as bases of aggression or sanctuar~s for terrorism. Access for 

the ships of all nations through the re-opened Suez Canal and the Straits 

of Tiran should b~guaranteed. The settlement should include recognition 

of Israeli sovereignty, its right to exist in p'eace, and an end to the state 

of b~.1ligerency. 

It is my view that for Israel to take formal and final possession 
" 

of the occupied territories would be a grave mistake; at the same time, 

it is not realistic to ex ect Israel to surrender vital ba.rgaiping counters 

in the absence of a genuine eace and effective guarantees.- ~ 

To find a just peace in an area of the world that has known only 

armed truces and three major and bitter wars in a generation is not an 

ea~ ask. But the United States is not without~i~omatic and economic 

resource and its private and public men are not without c0€i.ent i?eas 

to get_directly at the underlying problems of refugees and water. 

We should thwart the temptation for aggression by helping Israel 
~ 

to maintain her defense; we should engage in some direct, hard negotiation 

with the Soviet Union to remove one underlying cause of the tension; we 

should assert some leader~hip in bringing about talks first with the 

moderate Arab leaders, and later with the militants; and we should open 
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up vistas of gr,owth and development that can gradually end the 

bitterness and envy that exist. 

That's an ambitious task. But the only way to succeed, or 

even partially to succeed, is to m~the effort. Any future Mig.- Eillst 

war .auld bring togetne.r in a sudden collision not only the nations of the 

Mid- al?t, but the great powers of East and West. We must not allow.­
the cradle of civilization to become its grave.

The Stat e of Ill inoi s was the closes t St a te i n the 1960 El ection and i t 

was the linchpin of our 1968 victory. For that, as we l l as f or two Cabi net 

members and a Budget Director, you have my t hanks. 

DAVE KENNEDY - BAREFOOT BOY OF THE LOOP 

I r ead i n t he paper t he other day the enormous amount of money that Dave 

Kennedy is goi ng to have to give up to t ake a job i n Government. I t hink it is a 

credit to him that he i s willing to make th i s kind of sacrifice f or hi s Nation -­

it needs him. I t needs that streak of Mi d- Weste r n conservatism that I refer r ed 

t o when I int roduced hi m to the country last month. Incident ally, President 

J ohnson r ead about all t he money that Dave is gi ving up -- he called me and said , 

'~ick , you can't do t hat --- i f Kennedy quits working there will be a minor 

reces s i on." 

Frankly, I wish that Lyndon had been r unning the Treasury as well as Dave 

has been running his bank -- t here might be a little somethi ng f or us to work with 

when we ge t t here.

VIETNAM STRATEGY 

1. 	 The entire war 
to win a military and political 
victory for the U11i ted States over 
the enemies of South Vietnam, thus 
denying the South Vietnamese the 
heritage of winning their own victory . 

-- The Oriental is neutralized and 
loses faith when he is forced to 
depend on a white man ' s military 
might and not his own. 

In my judgment we should gradually 
change the tactic of Americans

Pompeii of ome once said there are 
THREE WAYS TO WIN A WAR: 

1 . 	 Destroy the enemy's productivity.

3. 	 By amassing such military power 
that the enemy cowers and 
surrenders. 

-- This is the policy adopted by the 
Soviet Union in Czechoslovakia . They 
amassed such military power that not 
a shot was firedo

The strategy in Vietnam has been very 
unwise. It has lost us many friends in 
Asia, cost thousands of American lives 
and tens of thousands maimed for life . 
It has drained American resources. I 
am convinced that a tough policy will 
have such a psychological impact that 
the North Vietnamese may well negotiate 
in good faith. It is American un­
certainty, vascillation and hesitation 
that gives them hope that they can 
eventually win. 

-- There is no doubt that by October 30, 
1968, we almost had the war won . Now 
the enemy is moving huge supplies into 
the South through the Ho Chi Minh trail 
and also through Cambodia . Their 
present tactic is terrorism and 
assassination. They also want to use 
Cambodia as a sanctuary in order to 
strike at Saigon in order to influence 
world public opinio at the Paris peace 
talks. 



-- The Paris peace talks are giving the 
North Vietnamese tremendous prestige, 

to think that a little country can sit 
down as an equal to the mighty United 
States practically begging for peace. 
This looks ridiculous to Oriental eyes, 
even to our critics in Japan.

Some Observa t ion s on Oriental Psyc holo gy an Uo S. Far-Eastern Pol i cy

Th~~p restige of th e United ~tates has n ever b een at lowe r e b b in the Far East 
t han i t is at the present t ime. This is espec i a lly true in the advanced 
nation of J a pan, whe r e I have l ive d for the past 16 years. 

Our failure to win an d ma i nta in f riends in the fa r East in t he pos t -wa r period 
has been due , I feel stron gly , to a f ailure 0 unders t a nd t he basic ps yc hology 
o f t he Orientals . The wishful thinkin g of uninformed people in ashing ton 
c annot and h as not e r ased the rel i gio us a nd cultural conditionin g a nd t ho u ght 
patterns of centuries here. And there seems to be no seri ous e f fo rt t o un der­
stand the s e at t itudes which are vital to an effective policy in d e aling wi th 
t hese na tions. 

Dr. Edwin Reis c hauer , form e r a mba ssador to Japan, point s ou t in his sign i ficant 
book, Bev ond Vietnam, the fac t tha t the Unite d Sta tes n ever se ems to have had 
a Far-Eastern policy. He a ls o indica tes that there are f undamental psycholo g ­
ical prob l ems here which should determi ne ou r atti t udes and articul a t ion o f 
that policy o He lays down several clear p r emises on t his, thoug h I feel his 
conclusion is weak in tha t he fe e ls t her is not a clear, vi abl e r o a d to 
pea c e at t he present time. 

To summari ze my convictions concern ing the Far Eastern situat ion, I believe 
t ha t there's a lack of un de r stand i ng on the par t of America ns that the Oriental 
resp e cts onl y strength an d authori t y. Equi vocation , delay s due to indec ision, 
and often even kindness are interpreted a s weakne ss and t here f ore rece i ve 
onl y sco rn an d increas i n g d i s respect. 

Aw a re as I am of s ome o f his weaknesses, neverthe l ess General Ma cArthur 
understood t he Orien t al min d thoro u ghly . As a res ul t t hough he c ame in as 
the authoritative commander of a conquering nat i on a nd im posed upon t he people 
here rigid laws and rad i cal revis i ons in t he ir polit i cal and soc i a l structure, 
he was, nevertheless, not only wi dely respec t ed u t virtua l l y wors hi p p ed . Hi s 
p icture st i ll ap pears in many Japanese homes. Quietly, but wi th roc k-ha rd 
f irmness and a das h of showmans h ip he laid down the law to the J apa nese ne t ion, 
and from the pr ime mi n i s t er t o the workme n he was respected for his unw avering 
firmness, albeit tempered with kind n ess . 

This res pect for firmn e ss may be see n in the J apan ese viewpoint of the Bataan 
deeth me r c h . This was an act of barbaric an d s a vage cruelt y t o the Western 
mind. But it was not considered unus ual by the Jap anese, and they were sur­
p rised at t he int ensity of our resen t ment . 5 0me of their own soldiers were 
treated l i t tle better in t he course of th e i r discipline. A J apanese friend of 
mi ne t old me ab ou t being in t he army du r in g World ar I I. During inspect i on 
one d a y a soldier near him was f ound t o h ave his uniform inadequatel y prepare d 
for inspection. The comma nd i n g officer se i zad the rifle f rom t he off e ndi n g 
soldier and s mashed the butt into the soldier's face, shattering his jaw and 
knocking out ma s t of his teeth. This waS co nsidered understanda b le discipl ine. 
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Still another illustra tion of t he principl e may be found in the inexpli­
cable contras t between t he at titude of t he Japan ese t oward the American 
return o f Okinawa to them , and t heir almos t to t al silence concerning the 
ret urn of the Kuri le Islands by Russia. The f irm, una l terab l e posit i on of 
Russia i s understood a ncl conseque nt l y lit t le i s ever said about it in the 
press. No riots a r e held by Japanese s tuden ts in rese ntment of t he Rus s ian 
occupa tion, while ma ny riot s have been he l d re ga r ding the return of Okinawa. 
Ou r s how of kindn ess an d cons i deration f or t hei r r e quest, a n d our wi llin gn ess 
to ba r gain on the issue h as, in effect, c reated these t roubles. As far a s 
the Russ i a ns a re c onc erned , t oward this ma t t e r and many othe rs, the 
J ap anese have a phrase, "shikat a ga na i" --" t her e's nothin g tha t can be d one 
abo u t it ." An d so i t is accepted . 

Applying t his t o our policy concerning Vietnam, the a p parent Ame r ican 
inability to bring the war to a victorious conclusio n has caused r apidly 
decl i nin g respec t here. We give internationa l publicity t o our own internal 
d issension over the issue, a nd reap corres pondin gly decreasin g r e spect here 
in the Fa r Eas t . The Pueblo inciden t waS the last blow. During t he first 
f e w hours there were lOUd declara t ions o f prompt a nd decisive ac t ion on the 
part o f the President an d the Sta t e Depar tment. Wit hin a few days this 
subsided to pueri l e protes t ations. Th e Orien t al s do not un derst and this-­
it is to t he m an o pen indicat ion of int e rnal weakness. 

I personally belie ve that t he "d omino~ theory is cor rect, if for no ot her 
reason t han the Oriental psychology. To the degree tha t t he United St a t es 
takes a weak posit i on, or even restra ins itself from a l l-out victory a s it 
has done for the past two years, to that degree t he Orien tal i mp ut es weak­
ness to us . Tho ug h centurie s of religious , c ul tural , and military condit ion­
ing , the Oriental has been trained to r es p ec t au t hority, force, and decis ive­
ness. The Oriental cannot understand t he equivocating position of Amer i c a 
in Vietnam in failing t o press the war to a victorious concl usion, and i n 
actin g as pusil l animo usly as we h a ve in t he Pueblo incident . 

Situated in the heart of Americ an air bases here in Japan, I've had 
frequent c onve r sations wit h American pilot s and s erv i c eman on "R and R" from 
Vietn am. A furt he r serious mo r a l q uestion is f requently voiced by t hem as 
t hey tell o f be i ng f orb idden t o b omb military ta rge ts s uc h as air fields 
and the Ha i p hong harbor in their countless raid s ove r North Vie t nam i n t he 
past two years. This a lso is not unknown to Japa n ese and ot her Oriental 
o bs e rver s, and p rovokes credulity and scorn . 

As a loyal American c i tizen who has spent 1 6 years in the Orient, I strongly 
f eel that every power at our nation ' s comma nd should be used to brin g our 
present unfortunate, indecisive pol icy to an end. I t wil l o~ly breed furt her 
distres s , disre spect a n d sc orn on the part of our Allies, as well as our 
enemies in t he Orient. 
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
