I had intended finishing your last letter, but just mailed it to you g¢~i$ wag. ~
As I wrote you before, I had been working very hard eampaigning an ‘ﬁqati

'Richard Nixon'. I went to the campaign Headquarters every day wit t xception
of Fridaysg snd Saturdays - sometimes ecne¢, twice and three times a d I loved
doing it, then the mimute I got home, I turned on eilther my TV or raﬂio to get
every bit of news about him and resd almost everything that was printed. I love
that wheole family. On election day I was out at the headouarters - and we were
all so worried for feal that Nixon would lose, due to the way that Humphrey seemed
to be gaining. I walked the floor - was slmost cerying, it seemed at that time mo
hopeless. I rushed home and gat before my TV frem 5:3C PM until 4 AM. T did not
even bother having any supper. BEvery once in a while, I would dash out into the
kitchen, swallow a mouthful of milk - then went back agein., I had made up a chart
of each gtate with the number of electoral votes it ecarried and every time a state
was counted, would mark down either a 'N', M'or 'W'., In that wey I could tell how
Fixon wase faring. When New York went for Fumphrey, my heart almost stopped bealing.

Tt was the Southern votes thest helped Nixon gain the
election. Nixon - or rather his workers sent me his acceptance speech when he was
nominated, It is in booklet form, something that I will treasure and keep for the
balance of my life.
