MEMORANDUM FOR HARRY S. DENT 

From: Jack A. Gleason 

Re: Election, 1970 -- legal research. 

Harry, 

Per your request, I am attaching herewith a memo from you 
to Jim Allison requesting some assistance on legal research. 
I do this, however, with two very serious caveats; 

A. By making this reque st to the National Committee, 
we will in effect be assuring a still wider break in security 
surrounding this operation, and 

B. The General Counsel to the Republican National 
Finance Committee is Roemer McPhee, whom I personally 
find attractive, but I am somewhat skeptical of his extremely 
conservative approach to interpreting the law. Like many 
lawyer s, he is an expert on telling you what you cannot do, 
which in this case would not be especially helpful. 

If, however, you are satisfied on the above two points, I 
suppose there is no reason not to go to the National Committee 
with this request per the attached memo. 
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
