At Dwight Chapi~' s request, Dave Parker and I l'Ylet \vith Julie Eisenhower 
to discuss possible events, and her feelings tow<:.rd h9r travels, ho\'/ she 
wishes Advancemen to work with her, etc. SOln~ general observn.tions 
are as follows: 

She docs not like airport arrival cerclnonies; 

- She wants to travel very low key and prefers low key Advancemen; 

- She does not want lots of staff and Secret Service a.round her -- she 
prefer s doing her own thing; 

- She does not caloe for long motorcades, motor bike cscorts, etc. 
Prefer s to move like a private citiz~nj 

- She feels her agents arc young and inexperiencE: i and keep her 
away from cro\vds unnecessarily; 

- She wants informal conversations with Press; 

- When possible, she wishes to go into crowds without barriers; 

- She is willing to shake hands and ~ign autographs for long intervals; 

- She is very concerned that l)eople may hecome disenchanted with 
the Administration if her appearances are not perfect; 
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- She feels 1"nore effort· needs to be directed at getting press coverage 
for hel' events; 

- She wishes to talk directly to Advancemen regarding problems. 

Following this meeting. I advanced her trip to New York for the Alnerican 
Cancer Society Meeting and went to Springfield and Jacksonville to check 
those stops before her arrival. These events went smoothly and Julie 
seen1ed to be very pleased. However, I felt cramped in both events because 
of commitments male prior to my involvement. This did not result in any 
serious problelTIs. 

I find Julie very easy to work with and feel she is a real asset to the Ad­
ministration and a valuable campaigner - - iL she is advanced correctly. 
I aln convinced the East Wing has not worked to get coverage for her I has
