STATEMENT FOR TEDDY GLEASON 

I am one working man who is not going to tolerate the insults 

and arrogance of the McGovern-Shri ver ticket. They have treated 

working people like children. They have insulted us with their rhetoric. 

They have accused us of being "bosses" and of being dictatorial. Today 

let's set the record straight.
